Wilson 
Bell ‘34 and Buddy Russell ‘52 

created it. It’s believed J. Ambler 
Johnson wrote the first 

constitution of the organization.  

2017
The name expands

The Advisory Board expanded 
the name to the Old Guard 

Society of Golden Alumni; the 
addition was made to reinforce 

the organization was for all 
alumni, both civilian and cadet.

 Alumni almost unanimously disliked the “Golden Alumni” part of the  
name. While alumni sentiment was generally accepting of the name  
“Old Guard,” a few voices were stronger for or against it.

 Alumni shared ideas for how to raise awareness of the society, not only  
among older alumni, but starting even with prospective students.

 Across the focus groups, alumni expressed a hunger for deeper
engagement through involvement following their 50th reunion
anniversary
